Reading Relay Toolkit

Help kick off the ONEBOOKAZ event in your community with MANY voices. On
Wednesday, April 10, 2002, the State of Arizona will join together in a Reading Relay.
This is your community’s opportunity to target a wide range of audiences as well as
provide the media with unique local coverage opportunities throughout the day.

The Reading Relay will begin simultaneously at 5:30 AM and continue in %2 hour
segments until 9:00 PM.

We need your help!

To make this truly a statewide effort, we are asking every Library System in Arizona to
schedule at least a 2 hour segment of live reading during the Relay. You are welcome
to schedule as many segments as you'd like. To keep us all on the “same page,” each
2 hour segment during the day will be assigned certain chapters of the book.

Ideally, your Relay segments should take place in public areas with high foot traffic, and
can include a number of “readers”. So for example, if the reading will take place at
your City Hall at 10:00 AM, your Mayor could read for 5 minutes, followed by your City
Council members or other elected officials. This is a great way to get your community
leaders and citizens involved. Other places to consider are your library lobby, a post
office, schools, bookstore airport terminal, a popular coffee house, a movie theater
lobby, senior centers, community college cafeteria, ball park — whatever works best for
your community! Your City’s Public Information Office can be a great resource for
developing a venue list for maximum media coverage.

We will be maintaining a “Master Relay Calendar” which will be distributed to the
media in advance. You can also alert your local media about when your local Relay
times will occur. During any given 2 hour throughout the day, there could be
numerous statewide locations conducting the reading. Please fill out and return the
attached form to be included in the Master Relay Calendar.
